Direct Examination of Andy Allen

Goal: to prove that the incident was not Allen’s fault; they were not warned about the dangers of the Hepburn expedition; and that they expected Neptune to take care of them.

Props: photo of Lee Allen; “About Us” 

Evidence: Medical Record; 

Andy: I understand that this trial must be inexplicably difficult for you. The court commends you on your bravery on coming here today and sharing Lee’s story.

1. Can you please state your name, occupation, and marital status to the court?
2. What was Lee’s occupation? 
3. Can you tell the court a little about what Lee was like?
4. What were some of the activities that you and Lee did together?
5. How did you like scuba diving?
6. Where is Lee now?
7. (Rewind), Where did Lee experience that fatal incident? 
8. Let’s discuss Neptune Underwater Expeditions; how did you hear of this company?
9. What got you interested in it?
10. What, if any, hesitancy did you feel when Lee introduced the idea of the dive trip to you?
11. How was that reluctance alleviated?
12. What led you and Lee to decide to take the trip? (The “Hepburn Brochure” and say that it were examined in addition to our own research to confirm that Neptune prioritized the safety of its divers – we felt that we could trust them).
13. What, if any, certification do you have in scuba diving?
14. How did you sign up for this expedition?
15. What was your impression of Hathaway? (The Allens trusted her)
16. What did Hathaway tell you about the expedition? (Anything about the risks involved? No, she just had us sign a release form).
17. What type of questions did Hathaway ask? (General, broad questions Ex: Cali dive)
18. Did Hathaway ask about the depths of your previous dives?
19. Did she request a copy of any medical records?
20. How were you and Lee’s physical health at the time? 
21. How many dives did you and Lee complete at the time?
22. Did Hathaway ask for any documentation to verify that?
23. When did you and Lee take off for this trip?
24. What was the first thing you noticed about the “people in charge”? (They failed to review safety procedures and provide good instruction before diving; at 190 feet, you cannot take any risks. Sometimes even the best need a little bit of reminding)
25. Can you please explain your first dive? (How deep?)
26. What, if anything, did you notice?
27. Did this continue throughout the next few dives? (How deep?) (Discuss the oxygen levels)
28. Did Hathaway or Rodgers approach Lee?
29. What did you say to Lee?
30. Did you push the matter further?
31. Can you tell us a little about the night before the Hepburn dive?
32. How did Lee respond to your illness?
33. What was your response? (In regards to Lee’s insistence on participating in the first Hepburn dive?)
34. Who did you approach after your conversation with Lee?
35. What did you tell Hathaway?
36. How did Hathaway respond?
37. What did Lee say? (Refund the money; Hathaway looked upset by that)
38. What did Hathaway decide? (Did Lee suggest that Rodgers be her dive buddy?)
39. How did you react? (Outraged, frustrated, ignored, and terrifyingly scared. I immediately remembered one of the first things that Lee and I learned during our scuba classes: the dive master can never be a dive buddy. Period).
40. At what time did the divers descend into the water on July 7, 2011?
41. What happened next? (A terrible storm arrived)
42. Were you warned of a potential storm?
43. What about the divers? (They began surfacing at 10:42; everyone was up by 10:45 except Lee and Rodgers; 11:15 Rodgers was up; I didn’t see Lee anywhere).
44. How did Hathaway and Rodgers address this tragedy?
45. What did Rodgers tell you? (That he abandoned my husband at the bottom of the ocean while he was still alive).
46. Did Hathaway or Rodgers ever dive back into the water to save Lee?
47. One last question, Mr. Allen: how much do you miss your husband?
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
